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Registration Requirements

1.  Students must register for the next school year in the spring.  

2.  All students must fill out a registration form requesting the courses he/she desires for the following school year.

3.  Students who do not turn in a registration form by the designated date will not be scheduled, and classes may not be available for him/her in the fall.

4.  Homeroom teachers will serve as student advisors.

5.  STUDENTS AND PARENTS SHOULD GIVE CAREFUL CONSIDERATION TO COURSE SELECTIONS.  A CHANGE IN A COURSE REQUEST MAY NOT BE POSSIBLE IN THE FALL. 
6.   Schedules are based on student selections and teacher availability.

7.  Students will not receive credit for courses in which fees have not been paid and schedules will not be given out for the new school year until all fees are paid. 
Schedule Changes

1.  Schedule changes are often impossible because of class loads and proration of funding.
2.  No schedule changes will be made after the first week of school.  (This includes changes for second term.)
Graduation Requirements

1. The Alabama state courses of study shall be followed in meeting the minimum program requirements for each course.

2. Students must be enrolled on a full-time basis.  Every student must take eight classes each year.  Fifth-year seniors with special needs will be considered on an individual basis.
3. Students are required to take a math, English, science, and social studies course each year.
4. Students may not receive summer school credit for courses required for the Alabama High School Diploma with Advanced Academic Endorsement and Advanced Academic Endorsement with Honors.

5. English and social studies courses must be taken in sequential order. (Students must successfully complete English 9 before taking English 10.) 
6. Students may not receive credit for the same academic course twice.  Any student taking a math course out of sequence will receive a general education credit for the lower level math course.
7. By Alabama law all incoming freshman are automatically placed on the Advanced Academic Diploma.  Any student wishing to change a diploma program must attend a meeting with a parent/guardian and a counselor.  Both the student and parent must sign a form stating their desire to change the student’s diploma option. 
The Alabama High School Diploma, the Alabama High School Diploma with Advanced Academic Endorsement, and the Alabama High School Diploma with Advanced Academic Endorsement/Honors are rigorous.  The graduation requirements propose challenging courses designed to provide students with the fundamental knowledge and skills needed for further education in postsecondary programs and/or success in the world of work.  The difference is that the Advanced Academic Endorsement sets requirements for students seeking success in a four-year baccalaureate program following graduation and the Advanced Academic Endorsement With Honors has a rigorous course selection with specific courses, GPA requirements, community service, and club membership.
8. The total number of credits earned determines homeroom placement.  The number of credits required for homeroom placement is as follows:

· 10th grade homeroom-   7 credits

· 11th grade homeroom - 15 credits

· 12th grade homeroom - 22 credits

All students/parents must keep up with the number of credits a student has earned.  The counselor and student will have periodic checks throughout the year to ensure credits are correct.

	Advanced Academic Endorsement

(FIRST CHOICE)
	Requires passing all standard coursework including Algebra II with Trig., two credits in the same foreign language, and an online experience and passing 5/5 sections of the AHSGE.

	Advanced Career and Technical Endorsement
	Requires passing the same coursework as the Advanced Academic Endorsement with the exception of foreign language and passing three career and technical courses (or two career and technical courses and another course related to the student’s career choice).  In addition, 5/5 sections of the AHSGE also must be passed.

	Career and Technical Endorsement
	Requires passing all standard coursework, passing three career and technical courses, and passing 5/5 sections of the AHSGE.

	Credit-Based Endorsement
	Requires passing all standard coursework and passing 3/5 sections of the AHSGE, including Reading, Mathematics, and one other section.


NCAA REQUIREMENTS
Students interested in athletics must meet minimum course requirements set by NCAA. For students entering college, the following courses are required:

In addition to the core course requirements, students must take the ACT, the college entrance test, and earn a combined subtest score of 68 with a core grade point average in 16 courses of 2.50 and above. The eligibility scale slides to compensate for lower GPA and/or higher ACT scores.

** Students must also meet all Alabama graduation requirements.

DUAL ENROLLMENT

The Dual Enrollment Program allows eligible high school students to earn both high school and college credit. College courses count toward high school graduation credits and the courses remain as part of the student’s regular transcript. When the student graduates from high school, college credits earned at Alabama Southern Community College through this program are transferable to other colleges and universities in Alabama through the State Transfer and Articulation Reporting System (STARS). Students planning to attend private or out-of-state colleges and universities should check with those admissions offices to determine their policies relative to dual enrollment and dual credit. See your guidance counselor for more information.
ACCESS

ACCESS Distance Learning (Alabama Connecting Classrooms, Educators, and Students Statewide) provides opportunities and options for Alabama high school students to engage in Advanced Placement (AP), electives, and other courses to which they may not otherwise have access. Information on this program can be found at www.//accessdl.state.al.us.   ACCESS courses may be web-based or IVC (Interactive Video-Conferencing) based courses. Distance learning instructors guide students through content-approved courses by way of a Web-based or IVC-based format or a blend of the two. THS will provide students onsite access to computers in the ACCESS Lab. For some students, a special benefit of Web-based courses is the flexibility to accelerate or slow down as needed. IVC-based courses include real-time/synchronous (two-way audio/two-way video) instruction and an Alabama certified E-teacher. Student schedules at receiving schools must be compatible with those of delivery sites. Students are expected to participate in daily learning activities, such as discussions, projects, labs, group work, and writing assignments. Successful web-based learners are students who are communicators, willing to ask for help and share problems and/or concerns. Information about ACCESS courses is available in the counselor’s office. ACCESS Distance Learning AP Classes and electives are available upon request. You may go to their website at http://accessdl.state.al.us/ for information on additional courses and schedules.  

Career Planning
High school registration is really career planning! Decisions made about high school courses now will impact what a student will do ten years from now. To help students, Thomasville High School uses Career Cruising, a web-based career guidance and planning tool, designed for use by students of all ages. Currently, Career Cruising is available to students in grades 5-12.  Using this tool, students can find the right career, explore education and training options, build their own portfolio, manage the school’s course selection process, or set up a career development network. Career Cruising has been designed with one goal in mind: to help students plan their future. With exceptional assessment tools, detailed occupation profiles and comprehensive post-secondary education information, students move seamlessly through the career exploration and planning process. The powerful portfolio system helps students make concrete, long-term plans, and gives them access to the real-time information and statistics needed to track students' progress and achievement.

Students should also be considering and thinking about career clusters. Career clusters are groupings of occupations and broad industries based upon commonalities that identify pathways from high school to two- or four-year colleges and the workplace. As a result of Career Clusters, the partnerships formed among secondary, postsecondary education, and employers provide for curriculum integration and contextual learning opportunities that reflect the career goals and interests of all learners. This relevancy creates the motivation for many learners to stay in school longer and enroll in more challenging courses. Career Clusters identify the knowledge and skills, both academic and technical, for a broad career cluster that will allow all learners to pursue a wide range of career opportunities from entry level through management and professional levels. The organization and structure of Career Clusters provides a place for all learners, linking them to their career goals. There are sixteen career clusters recognized by the US Department of Education. 
A career pathway is a broad group of careers that share similar characteristics. It acquaints students, parents, and educators with concepts, activities, and academics common to a wide range of occupations where employment requirements call for varying interests, strengths, and competencies. A career pathway is an effective way to help students see the application of academic knowledge. A career pathway makes meaningful connections between education and a variety of career options. It includes career preparation suggestions for course work that prepares students to: (1) enter directly into the workforce; (2) continue education focused on one-to-three-year technical degrees; or (3) pursue baccalaureate degrees and beyond. 
CAREER TECHNICAL DEPARTMENT

AGRICULTURE, FOOD, & NATURAL RESOURCES
Career clusters in Alabama include courses that identify academic and technical knowledge and skills needed for students to pursue a wide range of career opportunities.  Courses provide rigor and relevance for students by linking school-based learning with career-related experiences.  Career clusters provide the framework for what students need to know and be able to do for success in the twenty-first century.

010106 Agriscience
Grade 9
Fee: $25
Agriscience is a course that provides students with a general overview of the Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources Cluster, which contains five pathways:  Power, Structure, and Technical Systems; Environmental and Natural Resources Systems; Animal Systems; Plant Systems; and Agribusiness Systems.  Students are involved in classroom and laboratory activities in each of the five pathway areas.  Topics included in this course include career opportunities, safety, technology applications, agribusiness leadership, environmental science, soil science, plant science, forestry, animal science, aquaculture, wildlife science, pest management, woodworking, metalworking, small engines, electrical wiring, and plumbing.

010202 Introduction to Metal Fabrication 
Grades: 10-12
Fee: $25
Introduction to Metal Fabrication is a course that provides students with opportunities to examine safety and technical information in metal fabrication and to participate in hands-on activities in the laboratory.  Topics include career opportunities, safety, identification and selection, metal preparation and finishing, metal cutting, weld quality, and shielded metal arc welding (SMAW).

014701 Two- and Four-Stroke Engines
Grades: 10-12
Fee: $25
Two- and Four-Stroke Engines is a course designed to prepare students for entry-level employment or advanced training in the power mechanics field.  Topics include career opportunities, safety, tools, four-stroke cycle engines, two-stroke cycle engines, cooling systems, preventive maintenance, overhaul of engines and exhaust systems.

430112 Construction Framing 
Grades: 10-12
Fee: $25
Construction Framing is a one-credit course designed to facilitate student understanding of the framing phase of a structure.  Students become familiar with the framing components of a structure.  Topics include career opportunities, safety, lumber, material estimation, floor systems, wall framing, ceiling framing, stair construction, roof framing, and roof materials in various structures.
COMMERCE & INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
The Commerce and Information Technology program is designed for students that have an interest in the business and technology fields.  The curriculum is structured to mirror the diversity within the business and marketing industry and to provide instruction on required principles, concepts, attitudes, and skills for advanced study or employment. The Commerce & Information Technology program at Thomasville High School also offers program completer status.  A student must successfully complete three pathway credits—one required course, one concentrator course elective, and one completer course elective plus master the Career/Technical Curriculum Core course standards.

350302 Accounting 
Grades: 10-12
Work Book:  $25
Prerequisite:  (Algebra I recommended)

 FBLA Fee:  $15

Accounting is a one-credit course designed to help students understand the basic principles of the accounting cycle.  This course provides a comprehensive introduction to basic financial accounting, including analyzing and recording business transactions, preparing and interpreting financial statements, demonstrating generally accepted accounting principles, and performing banking and payroll activities. Prerequisite: Algebra I recommended.

540203 Business Technology Applications 
Grades: 9-12
Fee:  $20

Prerequisite:  None 
(Formerly Business Technology Essentials)
FBLA Fee:  $15
Business Technology Applications is a one-credit foundation course designed to assist students in developing technological proficiencies in word processing, spreadsheets, databases, presentations,  communications, Internet use, ethics, and careers using technology applications.  Simulations and projects promoting teamwork, leadership, and workplace skills offer further opportunities for applications of knowledge and skills.
540601 Business Technology Applications-AdvancedGrades: 10-12 
Fee:  $20
Prerequisite:  Business Technology Applications 

FBLA Fee:  $15
Advanced Business Technology Applications is a one-credit course that provides students with project-based applications of concepts learned in Business Technology Applications or Business Essentials.  Personal computing and business skills are integrated throughout the course as students use a variety of software applications to produce and prepare documents for publication and learn how to select appropriate software for generating information.  A major emphasis is placed on guiding students through real-world experiences to aid in the school-to-career transition.  The prerequisite for this course is Business Technology Applications or Computer Applications. Prerequisite: Business Technology Applications.

570301 Marketing Principles 
Grades: 10-12
Fee:  $20

Prerequisite:  Business Technology Essentials
 
FBLA Fee:  $15
Marketing Principles is a one-credit course designed to provide students with an overview of in-depth marketing concepts.  Students develop a foundational knowledge of marketing and its functions, including marketing information management, pricing, product and service management, entrepreneurship, and promotion and selling.  Students examine the need for sales and marketing strategies.  Students practice customer relationship skills, ethics, technology applications, and communicating in the workplace.  

463001 Multimedia Design 
Grades: 10-12
Fee:  $20
Prerequisite:  Business Technology Essentials

FBLA Fee:  $15
Multimedia Design is a one-credit course designed to provide students with hands-on skills involving graphic design, digital photography, Web publishing, and digital video production.  Students use various hardware peripherals and software for completing documents.  

463002 Multimedia Publications
Grades: 10-12
Fee:  $20

Prerequisite:  Business Technology Essentials

FBLA Fee:  $15
Multimedia Publications is a one-credit course designed to provide students with the ability to utilize digital equipment and multimedia digital imaging software, produce interactive media projects, and develop publication layouts.  Students use various hardware peripherals as well as the Internet for integrating skills to create a variety of publications.

545601 Law  in Society/Personal Finance
Grades: 10-12
Fee:  $20

Prerequisite:  Business Technology Essentials 

FBLA Fee:  $15
Law in Society is a one-half credit course designed to acquaint students with the basic legal principles common to business and personal activities.  This course is an overview of criminal, civil, contract, and consumer law.  Topics include evaluating contracts, purchasing appropriate insurance, interpreting state and federal criminal law, and representing other businesses as employee or contractor.  This course is linked to Personal Finance and the two courses must be taken together
Personal Finance is a half-credit course.  The course introduces students to the management of personal and family resources to achieve personal goals and financial literacy.  Course content provides opportunities for students to explore consumer behavior, laws and legislation, consumer protection, consumer rights and responsibilities, consumer decision making, advertising and promotional techniques, individual and family money management, banking services, use of credit, income tax, technology, and careers in providing financial services to individuals and families. This course is linked to Law and Society and the two courses must be taken together

700307 Entrepreneurship                               
Grades: 10-12
Fee:  $20





FBLA Fee:  $15
A one-credit course designed to provide students with the skills needed to effectively organize, develop, create, and manage a business.  This course includes business management and entrepreneurship, communication and interpersonal skills, economics, and professional development foundations.
Future Business Leaders of America-Phi Beta Lambda (FBLA-PBL), the Association for Marketing Students (DECA), and SkillsUSA are co-curricular components of these courses.  These student organizations enhance classroom instruction, develop leadership skills, and provide opportunities for professional growth and service.  FBLA dues are paid once per year, not per class.
COOPERATIVE EDUCATION
The Career/Technical Cooperative Education program is a structured component of the Career/Technical Education curriculum that integrates classroom instruction and learning with productive, supervised work-based experiences in fields related to students’ career objectives.  It is a structured program in which students attend classes part of the day and work part of the day.  Cooperative Education work-based experiences and student organization leadership activities provide many opportunities to enhance classroom instruction and career development.
Prerequisites:  It is recommended that a student obtain concentrator status, (two courses within a CTE program), prior to enrollment in cooperative education.  Students who have not obtained concentrator status must have successfully completed a minimum of one CTE credit within a program and be taking the second course required for concentrator status. This course must be taken concurrently with the Cooperative Education Seminar.  In both instances the courses must be related to the student’s career objective.
700306 Workforce Essentials 
Grades 10-12 
Fee:  $10
Prerequisite:  None

FBLA Fee: $15
Workforce Essentials is a one-credit course that provides students with higher-level academic and occupational skills that are transferable across jobs and occupational areas.  Emphasis is placed on academic foundations for careers; applied technology; career development and employment; entrepreneurship and business economics; social and ethical responsibility, leadership, and teamwork; safety and health; and technical knowledge and skills.  Students build on prior knowledge, strengths, interests, and needs that enhance preparation for future employment and continuing education and training.  Leadership activities, co curricular instruction, and opportunities to enhance employability skills are provided through participation in appropriate career and technical student organization affiliations.

700601    Cooperative Education Seminar 
Grades 10-12
FBLA: $15

HOSA Fee: $16
(Formerly Clinical Spectrum)


Foundations of Health Science is a required one-credit course that introduces students to a wide range of health careers.  Integrated academics combined with health care knowledge and skills provide the framework for a strong health care delivery system in the twenty-first century.  This course is the prerequisite for all the health science courses.  It is recommended for all students who want to prepare for further study in an array of health-related fields at the postsecondary level. The students are also advised to join to the student organization HOSA (Health Occupation Students of America). This student organization is designed to develop and strengthen leadership skills.

510403 Therapeutic Services
Grades: 9-10
Fee: $10
Prerequisite:  None

HOSA Fee: $16 

Therapeutic Services is a one-credit course designed to keep abreast of the rapid changes in business and industry by offering students a rigorous array of coursework and work-based experience to help prepare them for advanced learning and a wide range of health career opportunities.  This course is designed to provide the local education agency flexibility to meet health care demands in the community.  Students are introduced to careers in therapeutic services including, but not limited to, nursing, medicine, physical therapist, surgical technologist, respiratory therapist, emergency medical technician, and others. The students are advised to join HOSA.  This organization is designed to develop and strengthen leadership skills.

510303 Health Science Internship
Grades: 11-12
Fee: $10

Prerequisite: Foundationa of Health
(Formerly Therapeutic Innovation and Dynamics of Diagnostics Nucleus)
HOSA Fee: $16

Health Science Internship is a one or two-credit course designed for students in Grades 11 or 12.  This course includes a variety of knowledge and skills necessary for becoming a health care worker or for preparing students for postsecondary health care education programs.  Health Science Internship is designed to be completed in a hospital, extended care facility, rehabilitation center, medical office, imagery laboratory, or other health care facilities.  The prerequisite for this course is Foundations of Health Science.  Theory and laboratory components comprise at least ten percent of the Health Science Internship course.  The students are advised to join the student organization HOSA. This organization is designed to develop and strengthen leadership skills.

Articulated Courses
The faculty and administration of Thomasville High School and Alabama Southern Community College have entered into an Articulation Agreement to provide articulated credit for high school graduates who complete courses at the secondary level. The procedure for articulated credit shall be as follows:

· The student must have earned a “B” (3.0 on the 4.0 scale) in the secondary course(s) for which articulation is being sought.
· The secondary course(s) subject to the articulation agreement must be certified under the Alabama Sate Department of education Business and Industry Certification (BIC) standards.
· The students is recommended for articulated credit by the Thomasville City School System instructor(s)

· Teachers of the secondary courses for which articulation credit is sought must have been certified by the Alabama Sate Board of Education to teach courses at the time the student passed the course(s)

· The Alabama Southern Community College registrar shall post the articulated credit from the Thomasville City School System. Grades will be listed in the grade column.

· The transcript will show credit toward graduation but will not carry a formal grade or grade points. The hours will not be used in calculating the grade point average.

· Articulation credit must be requested by the student no later than 16 months following high school graduation

· Secondary coursework completed in grades 11 and 12 is eligible for articulation credit. Student may receive statewide articulation credit for coursework completed in the 10th grade where the student continues and completes coursework in the same program area through 11th and 12th grades.

500703 ART I


Fee:  $20
This course will include an in-depth study of drawing in a variety of media: watercolor and acrylic painting, beginning block sculpture, and ceramics.  An art history term paper is required.

500710 ADVANCED ART

Fee: $20
Prerequisite:  Art I and teacher recommendation 

This course is for students with exceptional interest and/or ability in art.  Most classwork is done on an individual basis.  Each student concentrates on his own areas of interest.  An art history term paper is required.

500724 FINE ARTS SURVEY
Prerequisite:  None

This course is an introduction to the arts through the study of visual art, music, theatre, and dance.  Analysis of artwork fosters an understanding and appreciation of the arts.  The course is divided into nine weeks each of visual arts/theatre and music/dance.  Term papers are required for each section.
500561 INTRO to THEATRE 
Grades: 9-12
Fee: $10
Prerequisite: None
This basic class will offer an overview of the theatre, including: the history to the theatre, the basic principles of acting, and the technical jobs relating to the theatre.  Acting exercises will be performed in class:  skits and/or a short one act play will also be completed by the class members.  The one act play and/or skits may be performed for TMS, TES or parents.  Students will have an option to attend competitions, but it will not be required.  Plays from different time periods will be read.
500511 ADVANCED THEATRE
Grades: 10-12
Fee:  $15 
Prerequisite:  The completion of Basic Drama with a “C” average or a student who has already demonstrated to the instructor’s satisfaction of overall knowledge of the basics principles of acting and theatre through actively participating in events, plays, and competitions with the drama team.

This class will be designed for students who want a more in depth study of the play production process with an opportunity to specialize in one aspect, acting or technical, of the theatre. This class will be project based; therefore, students will need to be self-motivated.  A quality play will be presented to the student body as a final class project.  Students may be required to participate in the competition being held during that semester.

500910 MARCHING BAND

Class Fee:  $25
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation

Uniform Cleaning Fee:  $35
And at least 80% proficiency on the try-out material
Students will participate in music-making through rehearsal, individual practice and performance.  Students will learn, practice, memorize and perform choreographed drill sequences. The marching band will perform at all football games, compete at a marching band festival, march in several parades and end the term with a Christmas concert.  Summer band camp is required.  Attendance is required at all after-school rehearsals and public performances.

500909 CONCERT BAND

Fee:  $25      

Prerequisite: Band Director recommendation and previous band experience
Students will participate in music-making through rehearsal, individual practice, and public performance. Students will study various musical elements to become better musicians.  Students will have the opportunity to prepare for and compete in solo and ensemble contests for District VII.  The concert band will compete at District VII concert band competition and present a concert in the spring.  Student attendance at all after-school practices and public performances is mandatory.    
500912 INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC
Levels I-IV 
 Fee:  $15
Prerequisite:  Each student must have an instrument, book,and teacher recommendation

Students will learn basic proficiency specific to his/her individual instrument through such musical concepts as music reading, rhythm, harmony, and melody, symbol recognition, etc.  Student will perform individually and with other musicians.
500912 INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC/GUITAR 
Level I 
Fee:  $25
Prerequisite:  Each student must own an acoustic guitar approved by the Band Director,
 Mel Bay Guitar Book, extra strings, and teacher recommendation

Students will learn to do the following:  sing; sight-sing unison literature; perform; improvise; create; identify musical compositions, composers, and musical styles; listen; compare; analyze, critique; rhythmic dictation; elements of music; key signatures. Student will perform individually and with other musicians.
SOCIAL SCIENCE DEPARTMENT
50820 U. S. HISTORY I (Beginning to 1877)
Grade 9
The standards for 10th grade students cover the historic development of American ideas and institutions from the Age of Exploration to Reconstruction.  While focusing on political and economic history, the standards provide students with a basic knowledge of American culture through a chronological survey of major issues, people, movements, and events in U.S. and Alabama History.  U. S. History I will build upon student knowledge for success on the AHSGE

450821 U. S. HISTORY II (1877-Present)
Grade 10
Prerequisite:  U. S. History I
This course continues the study of U.S. history from the 10th grade course.  It focuses on 20th century America and beyond.  Concepts of Alabama’s history and geography are included in this chronological study of our country’s emergence as a world leader.  U. S. History II builds on student knowledge for success on the AHSGE.

450809  WORLD HISTORY SINCE 1500
Grade 11

World History, required for all 9th graders, includes a study of those individuals, issues, and events in that have been significant in shaping our world today.  Emphasis is placed on geographic impact, emerging economic systems, and a development of civic knowledge/responsibility.  Knowledge and understanding gained during the previous year’s study provides the foundation for the critical analyses required in this course.  World History builds on student knowledge for success on the AHSGE.

451004  AMERICAN GOVERNMENT
450602  ECONOMICS 
Grade 12 
Students will receive one-half credit for government and one-half credit for economics.  The two grades will not be averaged together to determine pass/fail. These courses are linked and must be taken in the same term.
American Government provides students with a detailed understanding of the functions and workings of government.  Instruction focuses on the nature of individual civic responsibility.  There is analysis of issues through debate.  There is focus on the reading of documents and the writing of expository pieces.

Economics is a study of the workings and institutions of modern-day economic systems.  It includes the use and interpretation of all types of economic models and statistical data.  In addition, students participate in discussion of economic issues, prepare a presentation on entrepreneurship, and explore comparative economic systems.  Emphasis is placed on both national and global economic perspectives.
HEALTH, DRIVER’S EDUCATION, AND 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
Every student must earn one credit of health/wellness and one credit of physical education in order to satisfy graduation requirements. Beginning with the freshmen class of 2010, students must earn only .5 (1/2) credit in Health.
340131 HEALTH/WELLNESS
10th Grade or above
Health/Wellness is designed to emphasize the physical, mental, social, and emotional wellness of individuals through the study of issues and topics that affect the health of young people and adults today.  Through written work, videos, and hands-on participation, the students discuss infectious diseases; the life cycle; drug, tobacco, and alcohol abuse; stress and physical fitness.  

340150 DRIVER’S EDUCATION

Fee:  $35
Driver’s Education is scheduled during a PE course.  The driver’s education component is taught during the term for a 21-day block.  A driver’s education certificate is awarded after successful completion of classroom activities, simulation, and in-car driving.  Students will receive one half credit for Physical Education and one half credit for Driver’s Education.

340120 LIFE PHYSICAL EDUCATION
Grades: 9-12
The goal of the LIFE course is for students to make physical activity a part of their lives beyond high school.  The focus of the required high school physical education course is health-enhancing activity.  LIFE provides a blueprint for a lifetime of healthy living.  Through the LIFE course, students learn to apply various aspects of fitness and to assess their own fitness levels.  Students are required to develop and maintain an individual level of fitness that forms the foundation for a healthy future.  In certain case and with State Department of Education Athletics may substitute for this course.
340122.01 ATHLETICS
Prerequisite:  Tryouts and approval of team coach
340122.02 CHEERLEADING 
Grades: 9-12
Prerequisite:  Selected on basis of try-outs 

Try-outs for cheerleading are held in the spring.  All varsity cheerleaders, elected at try-outs, are required to take this class.  The requirements for this class are dressing out for physical exercise and participating in aerobic-style workouts.  Students who try-out for cheerleading will have additional standards of conduct and expectations as contained in the cheerleading guidelines; each student is responsible for being aware of these expectations.
LANGUAGE ARTS DEPARTMENT

Students who are seeking the Alabama High School Diploma with Advanced Academic Endorsement must successfully complete four years of either Advanced or Honors English.  These advanced levels of English are more rigorous and challenging.  

090410 JOURNALISM 
                          Grades 9-12

Prerequisite:  Tryout & approval by sponsor 

Journalism is designed to train students in all aspects of yearbook production.  Design, layout, copywriting, photography, marketing, and finance are some of the areas covered.  Students in this course will complete fundraising activities and produce the Thomasville City School’s yearbook, Thomisana.  Students must register for both terms.

600201 AHSGE Reading Remediation 
Grades 11-12

Students who have not passed the reading section of the Alabama High School Graduation Exam will be scheduled for this class. Eleventh and twelfth grade students will be placed in this class until they have passed this section.
230101.09 ENGLISH 9
Grade 9
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
English 9 is designed for students working on grade level.  It is appropriate for students considering vocational or business classes.  Emphasis is placed on mastering grammar skills.  The writing process will be integrated with the study of literature.  Emphasis is on mastering basic literary elements, writing paragraphs in response to literature, and establishing relevance to contemporary life.  Throughout the course, vocabulary study and spelling are integrated with other material.  Students will read three novel-length literary works.
230103.09 ADVANCED ENGLISH 9 
Grade 9
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation 

Advanced English 9 is intended for students working well above grade level.  It is fast- paced, requires more independent reading, and provides less review than regular English.  An intensive study of composition, grammar, spelling, and vocabulary will be correlated with the study of literature.  Students will read four novel-length literary works.
230102.09 HONORS ENGLISH 9 
Grade 9
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation

230103.10 ADVANCED ENGLISH 10 
Grade 10
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
Advanced English 10 coordinates all phases of the process of communication.  Literature is used as a thinking and writing tool. Writing concentrates on the student’s response to literature.  Critical-thinking skills are explored through a study of vocabulary, literature, and grammar.  Oral communication skills are integrated into the course.  An introduction to research will be presented with a minor research project required.  Students will read five novel-length literary works.
230102.10 HONORS ENGLISH 10 
Grade 10

Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
Honors English 10 coordinates all the strands of communication.  The various literary genres are used as thinking and writing tools.  Critical-thinking skills are explored through vocabulary, literature, and grammar studies.  Oral communication skills are integrated into the course.  An introduction to research will be presented with a minor research project required.  Students will read seven novel-length literary works.
230101.11 ENGLISH 11 
Grade 11
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
English 11 will provide opportunities for the student to learn to communicate thoughts in an organized, coherent form.  It will review and teach, when appropriate, the skills necessary to pass the Alabama High School Graduation Examination.  Students will study major American authors and their works, reading four novel-length literary works.
230103.11 ADVANCED ENGLISH 11 
Grade 11
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation

Advanced English 11 will reinforce the grammar and mechanics for this grade level concurrently with specific writing focus.  American literature will be covered from the 1900’s to the present.  Extensive reading of six novel-length literary works is part of the curriculum.  Essay writing, vocabulary, and oral communications will also be included. A major research paper is required.

230102.11    HONORS ENGLISH 11 
Grade 11
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
Honors English 11 is a study of sentence, paragraph, and essay structures to prepare students for AP English.  Students will learn the major authors, works, and literary periods of American literature in chronological order.  They will be exposed to all major genres, will learn to write literary analysis essays, and will read at least nine additional novel-length literary works.  Vocabulary and oral communication are also included.  A major research paper is required.
230101.12    ENGLISH 12 
Grade 12
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation 

English 12 integrates a historical survey of British literature with a study of grammar and composition.  The students will survey major authors, works, and literary periods of British literature.  Students will engage in critical listening, speaking, reading, and writing activities designed to integrate the strands of the language arts and develop further their thinking and problem-solving abilities.  The study of literature and the writing process will culminate in a formal research project.  The student will be required to read seven novel-length literary works.

230103.12 ADVANCED ENGLISH 12 
Grade 12

Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
College Prep English 12 is a study of the diction, syntax, and essay patterns required in freshman English courses.  The student will learn the major authors, works, and literary periods of British literature, will be exposed to all major genres, and will learn to write literary analysis essays.  In addition to a more detailed, analytical treatment of reading material required in Regular English 12, the advanced level includes the reading of eight complete novel-length literary works.  A major research paper is required.

230104    ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH 12 Grade 12
AP Exam Fee:  $90
Prerequisite:  Student must have maintained a B average
 in 9th, 10th, and 11th grade English classes
The course content is designed for the truly advanced English student who wants to earn college credit based upon the results of the AP examination administered in May or be better prepared for advanced placement in college English classes.  The course content of the Advanced Placement Composition and Literature section is guided by the College Board’s The Advanced Placement Course of Study.  Thus, the course is structured to focus on the diction, syntax, and essay patterns required in English 101 classes and to provide instruction in analyzing literary selections as provided in the AP examination.  Students will read and study nine novel-length literary works, will write research papers, and will produce oral and visual projects.  Students who register for this course must take the AP exam in order to receive credit.  The test fee of $85 will be refunded by Thomasville High School if a student scores a 3, 4, or a 5 on the Advanced Placement Exam in AP class.

All students must earn at least four math credits.  Students on the standard diploma must complete Algebra IA, IB and Geometry A, B or Algebra I, Geometry and two additional math classes. Students on the advanced diploma or advanced diploma with honors must complete Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II with Trig., and one additional advanced math.  Math courses MUST be taken sequentially.  Any class taken out of sequence will result in credit for the lower ranked class being entered as a general elective credit and it WILL NOT count as one of the four required math courses. 
Math fees are paid only once during a school year even if a student takes 2 classes

270404 ALGEBRA I 
Grades 9-10
Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Teacher recommendation
Algebra I is designed primarily for the student who is pursuing a college-preparatory program, but the student who is considering a post-secondary education in technical or trade fields is also encouraged to enroll in Algebra I.  This course is a formal, in-depth study of algebraic concepts and the real number system.  In this course students develop a greater understanding of and appreciation for algebraic properties and operations.  Algebra I reinforce concepts presented in earlier courses and permits students to explore new, more challenging content which prepares them for further study in mathematics.  The course focuses on the useful application of course content and on the development of students understanding of central concepts
270220 ALGEBRA IA 
Grades 9-10 (Standard Diploma Only)
 Math Fee: $5
Algebra IA is designed to be the first course in a two-course sequence to meet the state requirements for Algebra I.  The student must successfully complete Algebra IA and Algebra IB to meet the requirements for Algebra I.  This course is a study of algebraic concepts and the real number system.  In this course students develop a greater understanding of and appreciation for algebraic properties and operations.
270230 ALGEBRA IB 
Grades 9-10 (Standard Diploma Only)
Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Algebra IA 

Algebra IB is the second course in a two-course sequence to meet the state requirements for Algebra I.  The student must successfully complete Algebra IA and IB to meet the requirement for Algebra I.  This course will continue the study of Algebra by solving systems of linear equations and inequalities, exploring polynomials, using factoring, exploring quadratic and exponential functions, exploring rational expressions and equations.
270408 GEOMETRY 
Grades 9-12
 Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Algebra I
Geometry is a fast-paced course designed for the college bound student.  This course integrates the skills acquired in Algebra I to the concepts taught in geometry.  Students are encouraged to develop logical thinking skills through study of the Euclidean system of geometry.  Students should be prepared for Algebra II with Trig through development of problem solving skills.

270260  GEOMETRY A 
Grades 9-12 (Standard Diploma Only)
 Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Algebra I or Algebra IA & IB 

Geometry A is the first course in a two-course sequence to meet the state requirements for Geometry.  Topics covered include angles, reasoning and proof, parallel and perpendicular lines, triangles, quadrilaterals, and similarity.  Students on the Advanced Diploma may not take this course.

270270 GEOMETRY B 
Grades 9-12 (Standard Diploma Only)
Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Geometry A 
Geometry B is the second course in a two-course sequence to meet the state requirement for Geometry.  The student must successfully complete Geometry A and B to meet the requirements for Geometry.  Topics covered include right triangles, circles, area, volume, coordinate geometry and transformations.  Students on the Advanced Diploma may not take this course. 

270405 ALGEBRA II 
Grades 11-12
Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Teacher Recommendation Algebra I or Algebra IA & IB and Geometry or Geometry IA & IB 
(Standard Diploma Only)
Algebra II is a course designed to extend students’ algebraic knowledge and skills.  In contrast to Algebra II with Trigonometry, Algebra II does not meet the graduation requirements for the Alabama High School Diploma with Advanced Academic Endorsement and the Advanced Academic Endorsement with Honors because it does not contain an in-depth study of trigonometry.  Furthermore, it does not provide sufficient background to prepare students to pursue higher-level mathematics courses such as Algebra III with Statistics or Pre-Calculus. Algebra II is designed to be a college-preparatory course.
270320 ALGEBRA II WITH TRIG 
Grades 10-12 
Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite: Algebra I and Geometry
Algebra II with Trigonometry is required for all students seeking the Alabama High School Diploma with Advanced Academic Endorsement and the Advanced Academic Endorsement with Honors.  Although this course is valuable for all students, it is strongly recommended for students who intend to pursue postsecondary studies.
270403 ALGEBRAIC CONNECTIONS 
Grades 11-12
Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Algebra I or Algebra IA and IB and Geometry or Geometry IA and IB

Algebraic Connections is a course that provides students with a bridge to courses beyond the level of Algebra I and Geometry and to the mathematical empowerment needed to make responsible financial and economic decisions.  It is designed for students who need additional mathematical experiences prior to enrollment in Algebra II and for students for whom this will be a culminating high school mathematics course.
270412    ALGEBRA III WITH STATISTICS 
Grades 11-12
 Math Fee: $5
Prerequisite:  Algebra II with Trigonometry
Algebra III with Statistics offers students the opportunity to expand their algebraic knowledge.  It also provides a structured introduction to probability and statistics, an important area of emphasis in most postsecondary studies.  Algebra III with Statistics provides valuable experiences for students who plan to pursue postsecondary studies.  It is recommended as a terminal course for students not planning studies in mathematics or science-related fields, and as a supplementary course for students planning studies in these areas.
270350 PRECALCULUS 
Grade 12 
Math Fee: $5 
Prerequisite:  Algebra II with Trigonometry
Precalculus is designed primarily for those students considering careers in mathematical or scientific fields of study.   Students are prepared for this challenging curriculum that includes an expanded study of polynomial functions, conic sections, logarithmic and exponential equations, and the real-life applications of these topics.
SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

Life Sciences

260131 BIOLOGY 
Grade 9 
Fee:  $20

This course is the study of basic principles of scientific functions relating to everyday living.  Topics will include scientific method, the cell, and survey of the five kingdoms of living things.  This course is designed for students who would not ordinarily enroll in biology, but need a life science credit to fulfill graduation requirements.  Students who have successfully completed CP or Advanced Biology may not enroll in Introduction to Biology.

260711 ZOOLOGY 
Grades 10-12 
Fee:  $20
Prerequisite:  A life science 

This course is a survey of the animal kingdom including identification, structure and function of each animal group.  Major emphasis will be placed on the study of vertebrates.

260311 BOTANY 
Grades 10-12 
Fee:  $20
 Prerequisite:  A life science 

Botany is the biological study of plants.  Major topics covered in this course will be the following:  (1) Identification of the 12 plant kingdoms, (2) A description of the evolutionary relationships among plants, (3) Plants adaptations required for life on land, (4) Identification of the major plant tissues found in roots, stems and leaves, (5) Identification of the types of roots, (6) An explanation of light-dependent and light independent parts of photosynthesis, (7) A description of plant response to various stimuli.  The objectives covered in this course will align with those required for the AHSGE and the Alabama Course of Study in Science. This course will be laboratory-based. 

Advanced Life Sciences
260141 CP  BIOLOGY 
Grades 9-12 
Fee:  $20
Prerequisite: ‘B’ average in previous life science course 

This course is the study of living things and how they are set apart from the nonliving.  Topics include the cell, heredity, reproduction, classification, plant and animal life, and ecological relationships. Many laboratory investigations are included. 

260143 ADVANCED BIOLOGY 
Grades 11 & 12
Fee:  $20
Prerequisites:   CP Biology
This course is for students planning a career in biology, chemistry, biochemistry or a related field.  The course will include the material presented in first-year college biology course.  A college textbook will be used.  Laboratory investigations are extremely detailed.  Critical thinking skills are required.  Abstracts are required on certain scientific journals.

260751 HUMAN ANATOMY & PHYSIOLOGY 
Grades 11-12
 Fee:  $20
Prerequisites:     ‘C’ in CP Biology, Teacher recommendation

This course includes the study of the structures and functions of the major systems of the human body.  General functioning of the body is stressed by observation and lab investigation. Requirements include intensive note-taking, textbook work, and a coloring notebook on the anatomical body parts, and sheep brain and fetal pig dissections.

Physical Sciences

400121 INTRO to PHYSICAL SCIENCE
Grades 10-12 
Fee:  $20

This course is designed for those students who need a physical science to meet the state requirement.  Concepts of physics and chemistry including motion, force, electricity, magnetism, waves, light sound, the atom and its structure are covered.  Math skills are held to a minimum, and there are no lab applications.
Advanced Physical Sciences

400521 CHEMISTRY 
Grades 11-12
 Fee:  $20 
Prerequisite:  Algebra I or Teacher recommendation
This course is designed for the college-bound students who do NOT plan to enter a technical field.  The study of matter and how it reacts will be covered.  Chemistry uses math extensively.  Rate and depth of coverage will be accelerated.

400523 ADVANCED CHEMISTRY
Grades 11-12
 Fee:  $20
Prerequisite:  Completion of Chemistry I, Teacher Recommendation, Algebra II
This course is designed for the college-bound students majoring in medical sciences, engineering, or architecture.  Advanced topics in chemistry covered at an accelerated rate include:  Review of Chemistry I, Molecular Structure, Reaction Rates and Chemical Equilibrium, Oxidation – Reduction Reactions, Electrochemistry, Nuclear Chemistry, Organic Chemistry, Biochemistry, and Forensics. 

400821 PHYSICS  
Grades 11-12
Fee:  $20
Prerequisite:  Geometry, and enrolled in/or completed Algebra II

This course is intended to provide the students with substantial insight into the physical behavior of matter and energy.  Topics covered will include concepts of scalars and vectors, Newton’s laws, momentum and energy conservation, fluids, heat and thermodynamics, sound, electricity and magnetism, and optics.
